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Bachelor of Business Studies (Honours) Degree

Work Placement Programme
This introductory leaflet is to explain the Waterford Institute of Technology (WIT) Bachelor of Business Studies (Honours) Degree (BBS) work placement programme.  Work placement, which occurs in Year 3 of the degree, is an integral part of the course and commences in January for a period of at least 6 months up to a maximum of 8 months.
A number of employers took part in an Employer Survey recently regarding work placement.  The full results of this survey can be accessed on our work placement website www.wit.ie/SchoolsDepartments/SchoolofBusiness/workplacement/Employers/  Our students exceeded employers’ expectations in many areas but significantly in the critical areas of ability to integrate and fit with company culture and also willingness to learn.
If you have a possible opening in your company we would be grateful if you would interview our student. Although we endeavour to find suitable positions for all our students, we do encourage them to try to secure placements themselves.  
The BBS Degree is the flagship course of the School of Business and is a full-time four year degree programme.  This programme has been in existence for over twenty-five years.  It offers students five specialisation streams in the last two years of the course – Accounting, Economics and Finance, Human Resources Management, Marketing, and Management.  It also offers the elective options of studying either French or German.  Details of the subjects covered by each stream of the BBS course can be provided if required.

Under the work placement programme, the performance of the students is monitored and appraised both by the employer and the School.  Students keep a learning log book and this must be signed and verified by both a work supervisor and a mentor from the School, who also visits the student during placement.  This visit will be coordinated by the student with the employer.  Please note that this is a paid work placement and, on successful completion of their work placement, the students return to the Institute for a further year to finish their degree.
